COLLEGE / UNIVERSITY INFORMATION

The University of Cincinnati proudly announces Cincinnatus XVI, the scholarship program where more than $22 million will be awarded to students who will be judged on academic abilities, creative skills and leadership potential.  The hallmark of the program is the Cincinnatus Presidential Award, a four-year award that covers full tuition, fees, room, board, and a book allowance.  This award will be given to the top ten scholars.  Application, transcript and test scores must be received no later than Dec. 1.
Ohio State has increased its merit scholarship amounts for Autumn 2012.  When students apply, they will automatically be considered for the Trustee, Provost and Maximus Scholarships.  Students need to apply by the Dec. 1st priority application deadline to be considered for the full range of merit scholarships.
